· Use correct and proper language at all times.
·  Pay any fees for training or events as agreed with the Junior Organiser.
· Ensure that your child has the proper playing kit and clothing.
Players

· Play for the ‘fun of it’, not just to please your parents or coach.
· Play to the Laws of the Game
· Accept all the referee’s decisions
· Control your temper – you and your team will benefit. .  Don’t be a show off.
· Recognise all good play, whether by your team or your opponents’- be a good sport
· Treat all players as you would like to be treated. Don’t interfere with, bully, or take unfair advantage of any player
· Remember, as well as enjoyment, the aims of coaching and playing  are to improve your skills and feel good
· Co-operate with your coach, referee, team mates and opponents, because without them you will not have a game
· Wear suitable kit – mouth guard, rugby shirt, shorts, socks and boots for matches, plus sweater/training top & bottoms for training, as agreed with the coach/team manager.
